athletics continue to excel!
Concordia’s athletic teams have had another outstanding year both on the field            
of competition and in the classroom. In the latest all-sports rankings by the National 
Association of Collegiate Directors of Athletics, the Bulldogs ranked 62 out of more 
than 300 NAIA colleges, and 16 of our 18 teams were named Scholar Teams by the NAIA.

The women’s basketball team led the NAIA in the 
number of NAIA Scholar-Athletes in 2007 with seven 
earning the honor. 

The Concordia women’s cross country team has 
had 14 consecutive top 20 team finishes at the NAIA 
National Championships dating back to 1994. During 
the run, the Bulldogs have been runner-up four times, 
2000, 2001, 2002 and 2004.

The softball team was the 2007 GPAC Tournament 
Champion and qualified for the NAIA Regional 
Tournament for the fifth consecutive year. 

The women’s cross country team was 2006 GPAC 
runner-up co-champion, while the men took third. 

Winner of the Great Plains Athletic Conference 
(GPAC) All-Sports Trophy in 2002–03 and in 2004–05. 
Concordia has led the GPAC in the number of NAIA 
Scholar-Athletes for four consecutive years.
