Completing the above requirements will meet the requirements for a Bachelor of Arts in Computer Science under the 2007-08 catalog. 

All degrees require at least 128 semester hours of credit with a minimum cumulative grade average of “C” (2.00) or the minimum 

grade average specified by individual program requirements (if higher).  A minimum of 30 semester hours (12 of which must be on 

the 300 & 400 level and 15 of which must be in the student’s major) must be taken in residence.   
 

A second bachelor’s degree requires an additional 30 semester hours above the 128 hours.
