CHECKLIST

Here is an easy checklist to make setting up Concordia Sunday quick and painless:

· Contact your pastor and set up date: The official date for Concordia Sunday is April 26, but it can be accomplished on any Sunday when multiple other activities will not distract people, and you are available.

· Give church bulletin announcements: The document entitled “Concordia Sunday Bulletin Announcements” contains three announcements to use in the weeks leading up to and on Concordia Sunday. Please fill in the desired run dates for your Concordia Sunday. 

· Contact other Concordia alumni in your congregation (from any of the 10 schools and two seminaries) to help you greet worshipers and hand out “Proud Concordia Alumni” stickers on Concordia Sunday.

· Confirm a location in your church where you can talk to people before, between and after services. Pick a spot where you are easily seen but not blocking the flow of traffic with a table nearby to hold the materials.

· Ask your pastor to read the Concordia Sunday bulletin announcement out loud and invite all alumni to stand during announcement time.

· Take your materials, smile proudly, wear your sticker, greet energetically and enjoy telling others how great Concordia is on Concordia Sunday!
