DAY 2 THURSDAY, JULY 8, 2027
REYKJAVIK

Arrive in Reykjavik early in the morning. Transfer to
your hotel where you will be able to check your bags
with the bellman. An optional excursion is offered
this morning to visit the Sky Lagoon for some
thermal spa relaxation and rejuvenation (additional
cost).

This morning you will have breakfast included at the
hotel.

as you travel to Pingvellir which is situated on the
northern shore of Lake bingvallavatn, the largest
natural lake in Iceland. Pingvellir is a remarkable
geological phenomenon and the most important
historical site in Iceland. It is the site of the world's
oldest parliament founded in the year 930 AD by
the settlers of Iceland. The beautiful Almannagja
canyon that runs through the park is a boundary
meeting of two of the earth’s tectonic plates and the
combination of both natural wonder and historical
significance makes it inseparable from the fabric

of Icelandic national life. Continue to the Geysir
geothermal area. The spouting hot spring Geysir was
claimed to be the biggest one in the world. The old
Geysir has been mostly dormant for decades, but
when it was active, its eruptions reached the height
of at least 80 meters (262 feet). There are spouting
hot springs all around the area, such as the ever-lively
Strokkur, which erupts every three to five minutes.
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Gullfoss, the “Golden Waterfall” is the most famous
of the country's many waterfalls. Here the river Hvita
drops 96 feet in two falls, creating an awesome
spectacle. Witness thousands of tons of icy water
thunder majestically down in a double-fall into

a deep gorge. There is a certain rawness, power,
and vastness to Gullfoss which leaves most people
who visit feeling quite humble in the face of the
raw power of nature. Lunch is included today. This
evening you are free to explore Reykjavik and dine
on your own.
